The CCPA reported the following:  

a. Certification: NACC’s application approved by Rules Committee on January 14th. Orientation Day scheduled for February 12, 2008

b. Pilot Project: RFP went on line January 3, 2008 as scheduled.  Proposer’s conference scheduled for next week, January 23, 2008 from 10:00 to 12:00.

c. Database: Second Draft of Design Document drafted.

d. Family Matters: Will not know about Director of Family Matters until next month.

The Commission proceeded to discuss the various legislative proposals on the agenda.  There was a lively debate regarding the proposal to expressly limit the ability to request a separate GAL pursuant to 46b-129a to counsel for the child.  It was agreed that a compromise amendment would be drafted and circulated.

Since there was not quorum, no votes were taken on any issues.  However, it was acknowledged by those in attendance that under the Commission’s enabling legislation there were no requirements that operational or other matters required approval of the Commission and that less controversial legislative proposals could be submitted by the CCPA without a vote by the Commission.

It was also agreed that a special meeting would be held shortly in order to vote on the amended proposal in relation to 46b-129a.
