1.  Report by CCPA:

a. CAS reported that SECCJJ and New Haven Legal Aide will begin to receive cases September 1, 2008 and are in the process of hiring staff and will hold an open house in September 2008.   
b.  CAS was not comfortable with the provisions in the licensing agreement forwarded by Kidsvoice in relation to the database.  It has been forwarded to the Attorney General’s office for review. 
c.  NITA June 2008 training went very well with a cost saving of $3,000 by using the Yale Law School and its caterer. CCPA’s plan is to have each contracted attorney attend this training at least once.  Once all attorneys have been through the rotation, CCPA will offer this training every other year and all new contract attorneys will attend.  


2.  Legislative Strategy:

a.  CAS has begun to schedule meeting with legislative leaders.  Commission members will also contact legislative leaders.  Objective to increase hourly wage to certified juvenile contract attorneys.  CAS will provide members with budgetary requests and costs. 

b. Discussion of importance of additional staff and Assistant Chief Child Protection Attorney.

c.  Discussion was had regarding Model Office Evaluation. Should evaluator be brought in while database is being created?  CAS advised this phase will be pushed back until database items resolved.  Database left open to capture future data as needed. Current budgetary projections within appropriations to operate the two pilot projects for term of contracts.  Legislative advocacy still required to secure funding for 2011.
