Understanding CMT Scoring

Results of the CMT are reported to educators, including school principals and teachers, and to you as parents or guardians. These results provide important information about how your child is doing in relation to the tasks and skills measured by the test. Based on these results, school programs and instructional practices can be modified to better fit the needs of students and improve their levels of performance.

School districts receive sets of Individual Student Reports, which show how well individual students did on each part of the CMT. These reports provide customized messages to help you better understand your child's scores. In addition, an informational folder is provided to accompany these reports. Schools share these computer-generated reports and folders with parents in January of February, either by mail or during parent-teacher conferences.

While there is no passing score on the CMT, goal standards in reading, writing, and mathematics have been established at all three grade levels. These standards represent challenging, yet reasonable, expectations for students. Students scoring at or above the goal standard are capable of excellent work at their grade level. Students scoring below the goal standard may, depending how far below the standard they score, be capable of solid grade-level work with some help from teachers and from you as parents. Students scoring at the intervention level, or lowest level, may need significant help in order for them to achieve at a higher level. It is important to note that CMT results cannot be used as the sole criterion for promotion to the next grade.
