Call to order: The meeting was called to order at 4:55pm 

Fund Development:
The committee members discussed fund development ideas including hiring a consultant to assist with developing a fundraising plan.  Other ideas were discussed including asking businesses to lend their expertise in areas such as data management, and communications. Karen will pursue these ideas further. 
Group Home
The committee members discussed plans to develop a group home with the DCF in Windham or Middlesex counties.  The group home would be for girls who run away from home or are having trouble living at home but are not involved with the courts or under the custody of DCF. A meeting with DCF is planned later in November.
White Paper on Home Visitor Program.  
Karen Foley-Schain informed the committee that the mid-year report by the University of Hartford on the Nurturing families Network will focus on the development of the NFN program model, draw comparisons with other national models, site recent findings and make recommendations for the future development of the program. The report is expected to be complete by January. 

Freedom of Information Act.  
Laura Beebe reported on recent changes in the Freedom of Information Act including new requirements for submitting meeting notices and agendas to the Secretary of State and for meeting information on the web.
