MINUTES

OLD BUSINESS
The Commission has been requesting the Assistant Attorney General’s legal opinion regarding the Boxing Promotion Commission’s power of authority as it relates to sponsoring events to raise funds for the purpose of promoting amateur boxing in Connecticut, in addition to the distribution of raised funds as well as grant writing capabilities.

There was no Commission counsel present at today’s meeting to address this issue.

NEW BUSINESS
Thomas Cerasulo introduced Jerry P. Padula, Legislative and Administrative Advisor to the Commissioner of DCP. 
Board member Larry Perosino mentioned the need for the Boxing Promotion Commission members to be present at the April 1, 2005 boxing event to be held at the New Haven Sport Complex in New Haven, CT. Mr. Perosino also expressed the importance of having the Boxing Promotion Commission present at the event as an entity to help people understand that there is an existing Connecticut Boxing Promotion Commission and inquired of the potential listing of the Connecticut Boxing Promotion Commission within the boxing event program.

The Boxing Promotion Commission unanimously decided to ask DCP through their licensing authority, to arrange for a presence of the Boxing Promotion Commission at the April 1, 2005 boxing event at the New Haven Sport Complex in New Haven, CT as well as a notation within the boxing event program, mentioning the existence of the Connecticut Boxing Promotion Commission.

Mr. Cerasulo explained to the Commission of the regulatory role of DCP concerning non-casino sponsored boxing events in the State of Connecticut. Mr. Cerasulo further expanded on DCP’s responsibility to protect the consumers of the state of Connecticut as well as event participants and boxers.

With regards to making demands of the April 1, 2005 boxing event promoter to accommodate the Boxing Promotion Commission’s request, Mr. Cerasulo informed the Commission that he would have to confer with the DCP Commissioner concerning their request.  

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 12:05 P.M.
