OLD BUSINESS

Fume Hoods – The Board voted to accept the following language as it relates to “Fume Hoods”.



  Board member Robert H. Barrieau was opposed.

The provisions of Chapter 393 shall apply to the handling and “installation” of manufactured one
piece combination fume hood and casework framed assemblies or similar laboratory furniture up to the manufacturer’s transition connection of the exhaust collar by properly licensed sheet metal license holders in conjunction with other appropriately qualified craftsperson’s as needed. 

With respect to sectional fume hood and casework framed assemblies; the fume hood section must be handled and installed by properly licensed sheet metal holders.

All the associated duct work from the transition connection or exhaust collar must be performed by persons properly licensed as required within Chapter 393 of the Connecticut General Statutes, Section 20-330 definition of “Sheet Metal Work” (duct work systems).

Any similar connection manufactured connections for electrical, gas, plumbing or other connections licensable under Chapter 393 must have connections made by properly licensed persons.  
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 1:15 P.M.
