1. Old Business

1A. Submission of the minutes of the May 20, 2005 meeting of the Board; for review and approval.  Page ten of the minutes for the May 20, 2005 Board meeting has been revised and mailed to all Board members prior to today’s meeting for their review.  “Board Findings” should not have been distributed yet since the Board has not reached a Final Decision and Order and the Board was and will continue in Executive Session.  This revised document was distributed at today’s meeting.  Mr. Jeter noted additional amendments to the minutes.  Page nine, line eight; the last word shall be changed from “future” to “past”.  Page ten, line one, “work performed” shall be substituted for”resume”.  Page ten, line two,”his” shall be substituted for “in”.  As such, the Board voted, unanimously, to approve the minutes as amended herein.  (Briggs/Hurd)
1B. Continuation of discussion concerning the proposed changes to Regulation Section 20-289-10a(5).  Ms. Harp Jones advised the Board that a diverse group of AIA/CT architect members meet some time ago.  The consensus of this group was that a literal interpretation of the existing statutes accomplishes what this proposed language states and therefore, they feel no need to change the statutes.  Several examples of how this language applies to contemporary practice were discussed.
Ms. Briggs stated that it was the Board’s intent, when the regulations were last amended, to have the signing and sealing architect demonstrate contemporaneous involvement in the project.  Mr. Schwane read aloud from the existing regulation and noted that the word “contemporaneous” is not present.  In response, she states that the exact language essentially defines contemporaneous involvement.
It was determined, after extensive discussion that AIA/CT’s task group’s interpretation of the existing statutes in relation to the original intent of the Board differs drastically.  Ms. Briggs quoted from 1997 minutes of the Board where Mr. Baier stated that it was NCARB’s intent, at the time, for an architect to document involvement in projects they did not prepare and not simply review them.  It was this lead that the Board followed in their revisions of the regulation as they are today.
Ms. Harp Jones noted that the AIA Group did not read the minutes noted above.  Mr. Bartlett stated that the Board is trying to take a situation they perceive existing in the profession as frequent practice and “squaring” it with the regulations because he believes that the regulation as written does not permit what is being done.  He cited an example of this for Ms. Harp Jones.

Mr. Kuzmich offered to e-mail all the appropriate minutes to Ms. Harp Jones reflecting the Board’s discussions on this issue.

Ms. Harp Jones suggested the Board meet with AIA/CT Task Group on this matter.  After extensive discussion, it was decided that AIA/CT will hold a discussion on this matter at their offices on October 11, 2005 at 5:00 p.m. and invite all the Board members to attend.  It was noted that this will not be a special meeting of the Board and will be regarded as an informal discussion.
Mr. Jeter will not be available for the November 18, 2005 Board meeting.  As such, the Board rescheduled their meeting in November from November 18, 2005 to December 2, 2005.  Mr. Kuzmich will check on conference room availability and inform the Board of the Room number in the near future.  Further, the Board postponed further discussion on this agenda item until their December 2, 2005 Board meeting. (Hurd/Briggs)
1C. Docket No. 05-362; Formal Hearing in the Matter of Thaddeus M. Stewart; continuation of discussion regarding a Final Order and Decision by the Board.  The Board voted to enter into “Executive Session” at 9:35AM. (Briggs/Mazza)  It is noted that Mr. Robert Hurd recused himself from this session and that Mr. Paul Bartlett also left.  The Board concluded their Executive Session at 10:52AM.  (Briggs/Mazza)
2. New Business

2A. Appearance before the Board by John Lockwood regarding admission requirements for the Architectural Licensing Examination.  Mr. Lockwood was not present at today’s meeting.  Ms. Harp Jones noted that she has not spoken with him in the last two days.  She was under the impression he would be here today.  Ms. Jones informed the Board that Mr. Lockwood does have a degree in architecture but was unable to complete the Intern Development Program requirements.  Mr. Hurd advised Ms. Jones to inform Mr. Lockwood to bring a resume and portfolio with him when he comes before the Board and to be prepared to discuss the areas of his professional experience where NCARB notes that he is deficient.

2G. Any correspondence and/or business received in the interim.
1. Mr. Schwane updated the Board on legislative activity.  He asked the Board if they wish to submit this year the same package the Department submitted last year.  He also advised that he asked the Department’s Legislative Liaison if he could ask the Governor’s Office if an exception could be made to regarding the number of bills an agency can submit per session.  The answer he got was they can but not to count on it.  If the same proposal is submitted as last year, he advised that the Board have a back-up plan.  Ms. Harp Jones, on behalf of AIA/CT, offered, as an additional strategy to help the Department, to introduce some of their bills through their private contacts using the exact same language as the Department..
Inactive License Status was discussed extensively.  Ms. Harp Jones advised that any language that has a fiscal negative impact will essentially kill the Department’s entire legislative package.  Mr. Hurd concurred and further clarified Ms. Jones’s point by illustrating some of the process of trying to pass a bill with “negative fiscal impact”.  The Board concluded in light of this discussion, to not pursue “Inactive Status” in this year’s package.
The meeting adjourned at 10:52 a.m.(Mazza/Briggs)  The next regular meeting of the Architectural Licensing Board is scheduled for Friday, September 16, 2005 at 8:30 a.m.; State Office Building; Room 119; 165 Capitol Avenue, Hartford, Connecticut.
