Therefore, it is not necessary to create a new license category for the type of work identified within the draft. 

MISCELLANEOUS

NEW BUSINESS

The Board engaged in a discussion regarding the issuance of helper cards and their designation, as to whether it pertains to an elevator helper or accessibility helper.
