MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS
The Board voted unanimously to approve minutes of the October 21, 2004 meeting. 
The Board voted to approve minutes of the November 16, 2004 meeting with amendments to reflect that Connecticut has adopted the International Residential Building Code, which incorporates and does have plumbing for the residential side, and that Connecticut has yet to adopt the International Plumbing or Mechanical Code. The Board also amended the minutes to reflect that the Board will be provided with continuing education submittals for their review and will also continue reviewing of next years format for continuing education as well. Board member John Sullivan abstained from voting on this matter due to his absence at the 
November 16, 2004 meeting.  

EXECUTIVE SESSION
The Board voted to go into Executive Session in order to review the matter concerning

Heritage Lawns, Inc., et al v. State Plumbing and Piping Work Examining Board, et al in order to discuss settlement negotiations. Board member Roger Stolting abstained from participating on this matter and did not take part in the executive session. The Board was in executive session for approximately twenty minutes. Following executive session, the Board voted to accept a settlement offer and authorized Board Chairman George C. Sima to sign the settlement offer on this matter. Board member Roger Stolting abstained from participating on this matter. 
APPLICATIONS
Raymond F. Martin, III, Kensington, CT – P-1 Application. – Denied

The Board voted unanimously to deny Mr. Martin’s application due to lack of required 

P-2 (Journeyperson) license for a minimum of two years. After further review of Mr. Martin’s application, the Board voted unanimously to approve Mr. Martin to sit for the P-2 examination.
FORMAL ADMINISTRATIVE HEARINGS
In the Matter of Brian Himpel

Docket No. 04-881
(Continuance from 10/21/04)

The Formal Hearing was continued on this matter and the hearing was concluded. After further review of all the evidence and testimony provided by the complainants, Brian Knight and Joyce Oudheusden and the respondent, Brian Himpel, the Board voted unanimously to go into executive session to discuss this matter. Following the executive session, the Board voted unanimously to defer their decision and continue this matter until such time an investigator visits the home of both complainants and provide evidence that will serve to assist the Board in making an informed decision. The Board is suggesting that DCP assign Inspector Jack Korduner to conduct the investigation since he is familiar with this case and that he appear before the Board with his findings for their review.  

In the Matter of Raymond F. Perkins

A Formal Hearing was held on this matter and the hearing was concluded.
The Board voted unanimously to a Final Decision and Order, consisting of an 
Immediate Order of Discontinuance and a Civil Penalty in the amount of $2,500.00.

A Formal Hearing was held on this matter and the hearing was concluded.

The Board voted unanimously to a Final Decision and Order, consisting of an 
Immediate Order of Discontinuance and a Civil Penalty in the amount of $1,000.00.

CORRESPONDENCE

William C. Wojnarowski, Jr. – Letter dated 10/29/04, requesting reinstatement of his 

(P-2) Journeyperson license. Mr. Wojnarowski states he has been incarcerated for the last three years and is now out and on probation. 

The Board voted unanimously to require that Mr. Wojnarowski appear before the Board in order to expand on his incarceration and history within the past three years in question. The Board took no action on this matter today.
Contractor Trends – Correspondence dated October 2004, celebrating Perotti & Sons 75 years of service.

Connecticut Occupational Licensing Plumbing Trades – Plumbing trade licensure categories.

Quality Nozzle Training Manual – The Board unanimously concluded that a license is required for nozzle installations.
MISCELLANEOUS
The Board identified a mistake on the Medical Gas Certifications being issued, in that licenses being issued are reflecting “Medical Gas License” rather than “Medical Gas Certification”. The Board would like this issue addressed and corrected immediately. 
The Board reports ongoing conversations with the Commissioner’s liaison at the State Capitol in an attempt to seek legislation supporting a badge identification system and possibly gathering support from the Department of Consumer Protection, Department of Public Safety, States Attorneys Office, and the Department of Labor on this issue.   

The Board is seeking a correction on the Medical Gas language for the MG-1 category license, introducing proper language into existing regulations concerning renewal of license. This particular correction is to be piggy-baked and submitted as an amendment to DCP’s regulatory package.
The Board voted unanimously to form a Continuing Education subcommittee that will be responsible for reviewing continuing education course submittals and assist with formulating standards targeting each category license holder and filing requirements as needed.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 12:40 P.M.
