MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETINGS
The Board voted unanimously to approve minutes of the July 10, 2006 meeting. Board member Gary Bazzano abstained due to his absence at the July 10, 2006 meeting.

APPLICATIONS

Jon D. Auriemme, Meriden, CT – (R-6) Limited Journeyperson Application – Approved 
The Board voted unanimously to approve Mr. Auriemme’s application, contingent upon receipt of occupational related instructional schooling transcripts concerning Stairway-Lift & Vertical Platform Lift Training Program and verification of completing the training program.  
Jeffrey M. Fox, Buxton, ME – (R-2) Unlimited Journeyperson Application – Denied 
The voted unanimously to deny Mr. Fox’s application due to lack of required notarized statements from occupational related employers as to dates and duties of employment and lack of completion of required occupational related instructional experience. 
William E. Fletcher, Thornwood, NY – (R-5) Limited Contractor Application – Denied 
The voted unanimously to deny Mr. Fletcher’s application due to lack of a required (R-6) Limited Journeyperson license for a minimum of two years and lack of required occupational and school related instructional experience.

Robert J. Stirk, Jr., Naugatuck, CT – (R-2) Unlimited Journeyperson Application – Denied 
The voted unanimously to deny Mr. Stirk’s application due to lack of required occupational and school related instructional experience.

Jesse C. Timm, Meriden, CT – (R-6) Limited Journeyperson Application – Denied 
The Board voted unanimously to deny Mr. Timm’s application due to lack of required documentation regarding his occupational instructional related experience. The Board is requesting Mr. Timm provide them with official transcripts relating to all of the occupational related school certificates submitted with his application.

CORRESPONDENCE

1. State of Connecticut regulation of Department of Consumer Protection public hearing regarding proposed amendments to regulations concerning (R-5) & (R-6) licenses issued by the Elevator Installation, Repair and maintenance Work Examining Board. 

The Board expressed their concern and disapproval relating to any regulation amendments concerning elevator license category issued by the Elevator Installation, Repair and maintenance Work Examining Board. The Board reached a unanimous consensus and voted unanimously to oppose any regulation amendment to the currently existing (R-5) & (R-6) category license issued by the Elevator Installation, Repair and maintenance Work Examining Board.
2. PSI examination services elevator examination results.

3. November 8, 2005 opinion of the CT Attorney General, Richard Blumenthal, concerning issuance of apprenticeship registrations.

4. September 22, 2006 opinion of the CT Attorney General, Richard Blumenthal, concerning DCP’s authority over apprentices.

OLD BUSINESS

The following matters were tabled to today’s meeting by the Board at their 7/10/06 meeting.
1. Draft Correspondence regarding “Elevator Cab interior Renovations / Upgrades”.

The Board reached a unanimous consensus opposing the establishment of another elevator limited license category.
2. “Elevator Helper” card holders will be expiring 8/31/06.

NEW BUSINESS

1. Board members Paul Farnsworth and Michael Griffin volunteered to engage the Connecticut Department of Labor as a sub-committee regarding (R-5) & (R-6) “Apprenticeship Programs” and will follow-up with the Board concerning their findings on this matter.  

2. For clarification, the Board reached a unanimous consensus  that an R-1 license holder may represent oneself as a contractor of record, or may work for someone else as contractor of record, as long as the R-1 is a full-time employee and on the employer payroll.
3. The Board acknowledged that the CET program has not been accepted by the Board as equivalency experience to that of an approved bona fide apprencticeship program for elevator licensure. The CET program has not been accepted because of the way it was administered, and the administration of the program did not meet the standards for equivalent experience credit to that of an approved bona fide approved apprenticeship program.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 11:55 A.M.
