ALLEGATIONS:  At all times relevant herein, the Respondent, Kevin V. Przypek, resided and/or engaged in business in Stamford, Connecticut.  Respondent is and or has been a holder of an electrical license number 183111, type E-1.  On or about October 26, 2000, the Respondent made misrepresentations regarding his work on a job site located at 39 Louises Lane, New Canaan, CT.  On or about October 26, 2000, the Respondent performed or caused work to be performed in violation of basic trade practice and/or in an incompetent or negligent manner in the job site stated in paragraph three above.  On or about October 26, 2000, the Respondent engaged in work prior to obtaining required permits at the above stated job site.  On or about October 26, 2000, the Respondent failed to refund monies after agreeing to make refunds concerning work performed at the above stated job site.  On or about October 26, 2000, and at times there after, the Respondent failed to return numerous phone calls made by consumer concerning work performed at the job site…  On or about October 26, 2000, the Respondent accepted money to perform work but never finished the work at the job site stated above.  The Respondent was unethical in not responding to the Department of Consumer Protection’s 14 day letter concerning work performed at the job site stated above.  On September 2, 2004, pursuant to Section 4-182 (c) of the Connecticut General Statutes, the Respondent was afforded the opportunity to show compliance by September 30, 2004 with all lawful requirements for the retention of his license.

ALLEGATIONS:  At all relevant times herein, the Respondent, B & B Electric Contractors, Inc. a domestic corporation, registered to do business in the State of Connecticut, engaged in business in West Haven, Connecticut.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through November 16, 2001, the Respondent caused electrical work to be performed by a person or persons who were improperly licensed and/or not licensed or registered in accordance with Chapter 393 of the Connecticut General Statutes on a job site located at Bullard Havens Regional Vocational Technical School in Bridgeport, Connecticut.  The circumstances cited … constitute authority and grounds for the imposition of any one or more of the following sanctions: imposition of a civil penalty, imposition of an order of restitution, and/or the issuance of an order of immediate discontinuance of any violation found.

FINDINGS:

The Board found B & B Electric Contractors guilty of 268 counts of causing unlicensed persons to perform electrical work.


ORDER:

Board Member Michael Muthersbaugh made a motion to issue an Immediate Order of Discontinuance and a Civil Penalty of $800,500.00:  the first count at $1,000.00, the second count at $1,500.00, and 266 counts at $3,000.00 each. ALLEGATIONS:  At all times relevant herein, the Respondent, Stephen Beecher resided and/or in engaged in business in West Haven, Connecticut.  Respondent is and has been the holder of an unlimited Electrical license, number 123692, type E-1.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through November 16, 2001, the Respondent caused electrical work to be performed by a person or persons who were improperly licensed and/or not licensed or registered in accordance with Chapter 393 of the Connecticut General Statutes on a job site located at Bullard Havens Regional Vocational Technical School Bridgeport, Connecticut.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through November 16, 2001, the Respondent performed/ caused to be performed work in violation of basic trade practice and/or in an incompetent or negligent manner on a job site located at Bullard Havens Regional School in Bridgeport, Connecticut.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through November 16, 2001, the Respondent performed/caused to be performed work in violation of basic trade practice  by installing used and or old electrical wiring on a job site located at Bullard Havens Regional Vocational Technical School in Bridgeport, Connecticut. The Respondent engaged in unethical conduct in regards to work performed…by installing used and or old electrical wiring.  The Respondent violated applicable state statute or municipal code or violates generally accepted trade practice in regards to work performed…by installing used and or old electrical wiring.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through November 16, 2001, the Respondent failed to keep records of employees on a job site located at Bullard Havens Regional Vocational Technical School in Bridgeport, Connecticut.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through November 16, 2001, the Respondent permitted an apprentice/apprentices to perform work while not properly supervised on a job site at Bullard Havens Regional Vocational Technical School in Bridgeport, Connecticut.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through November 16, 2001, the Respondent made false misleading or deceptive representations regarding his work.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through November 16, 2001, the Respondent… misclassified an apprentice as an E-2 on certified payrolls for a job site at Bullard Havens Regional Vocational Technical School in Bridgeport, Connecticut.  On or about May 6, 2002, a court judgment, docket number, SCA-22-23461 was entered against the Respondent. The Respondent did not satisfy the court judgment…within 180 days of his notice of its entry.  On or about September 14 2001, pursuant to statute, the board unanimously accepted Settlement Agreement Containing Consent Order (Docket No. 01-855) on the factual allegations as set forth in said Agreement.  The board through the Agreement containing the Consent Order…issued the respondent a Cease and Desist Order.  The circumstances cited… constitute a violation of the order…

FINDINGS:

The Board found Stephen Beecher guilty of the following counts:
· 1 count for incompetent/negligent (wiring) at $1,000.00 for a civil penalty of $1,000.00
· 1 count for unethical conduct (wiring) at $1,000.00 for a civil penalty of $1,000.00
· 1 count for unethical conduct/FED/Falsify Time Records for a civil penalty of $1,000.00
· 1 count for unethical conduct/STATE/Failure to Pay Prevailing Wage for a civil penalty of $1,000.00
· 1 count for violating state/generally accepted Basic Trade Practices at $1,000.00 for a civil penalty of $1,000.00
· 268 counts for misclassifying/false misleading Robert Williams as a 4th year apprentice: the first count at $1,000.00, the second count at $1,500.00, and 266 counts at $3,000.00 each for a civil penalty of $800,500.00

· 107 counts for misclassifying E2 (David Beecher):  the first count at $1,000.00, the second count at $1,500.00, and 105 counts at $3,000.00 each for a civil penalty of $317,500.00

· 48 counts for causing an unsupervised apprentice:  the first count at $1,000.00, the second count at $1,500.00, and 46 counts at $3,000.00 each for a civil penalty of $140,500.00

ORDER:

Board Member Roger Johnson made a motion to issue an Immediate Order of Discontinuance, a Civil Penalty amount of $1,263,500.00 based on the findings of the Subcommittee, and the revocation of Stephen Beecher’s E-1 license.  The motion was seconded by Board Member Ronald Bish.  The motion carried with one dissent.

ALLEGATIONS:  At all times relevant herein the Respondent, David Beecher, herein after referred to as Respondent, engaged in business and/or resided in New Haven, Connecticut.  At all times relevant herein, the Respondent was a properly registered apprentice with the Department of Labor to engage in electrical work with B&B Electric Contractors, Inc in the State of Connecticut.  Respondent received his E-2 license, number 184456, type E-2 on January 20, 2000.  At all times relevant herein, the Respondent was an officer of B & B Electric Contractors, Inc. with the authority and control in the day to day operations of the company.  At times between the period December 4, 1998 and November 16, 2001, the Respondent performed electrical work on a job site at Bullard Havens Regional Vocational Technical High School in Bridgeport, Connecticut, which required an apprenticeship registration certificate pursuant to Chapter 393 of the Connecticut General Statutes.  At times between the period December 4, 1998 and January 20, 2000, the Respondent worked alone or with another apprentice or without supervision.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through November 16, 2001, the Respondent caused electrical work to be performed by a person or persons who were improperly licensed and/or not licensed or registered in accordance with Chapter 393 of the Connecticut General Statutes on a job site located at Bullard Havens Regional Vocational Technical School in Bridgeport, Connecticut.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through November 16, 2001, the Respondent performed or caused to be performed work in an incompetent or negligent manner by failing to install new and/or used electrical wiring on a job site located at Bullard Havens Regional Vocational Technical High School in Bridgeport, Connecticut.  The Respondent engaged in unethical conduct in regards to work performed…by failing to install new and/or unused electrical wiring. The Respondent violated applicable state statute and/or municipal code and/or violates generally accepted trade practice regards to work performed…by failing to install new and/or unused electrical wiring.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through November 16, 2001, the Respondent failed to keep records of employees on a job site located at Bullard Havens Regional Vocational Technical School in Bridgeport, Connecticut.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through November 16, 2001, the Respondent permitted an apprentice or apprentices to perform work while not properly supervised on a job site at Bullard Havens Regional Vocational Technical School in Bridgeport, Connecticut.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through January 20, 2000, the Respondent misclassified himself as an E-2 on certified payrolls for a job site at Bullard Havens Regional Vocational Technical School in Bridgeport, Connecticut.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through November 16, 2001, the Respondent misclassified an unlicensed and unregistered worker as a 4th year apprentice on certified payrolls for a job site at Bullard Havens Regional Vocational Technical School in Bridgeport, Connecticut.  At times during the period December 4, 1998 through November 16, 2001, the Respondent misclassified an unlicensed and unregistered worker as a third year apprentice on certified payrolls for a job site at Bullard Havens Regional Vocational Technical School in Bridgeport, Connecticut.  The Respondent made false misleading or deceptive representations regarding his work….  On March 28, 2000, B & B Electric Contractors, Inc., was cited by the Connecticut Department of Labor Wage and Workplace Standards for failing to pay “prevailing wages”.  The Respondent had authority and control of the operations of the company…4.  The respondent engaged in unethical conduct…by his failure to “prevailing wages”.  The Respondent was named in a court settlement on May 16, 2002 for claims of unpaid wages under the Fair Labor Standards Act, 29 U.S.C. Section 201, et sec., and the Connecticut wage payment laws by falsifying certified payrolls and time cards.  The Respondent engaged in unethical conduct… Pursuant to Section 4-182 (c) of the Connecticut General Statutes, the Respondent, on February 25, 2004 and April 2, 2004 was given an opportunity to show compliance with all lawful requirements for the retention of his license.  On June 9, 2000, pursuant to statute, a formal Administrative hearing (Docket No. 00-472) was held on factual allegations set forth in the Administrative Complaint.  On October 13, 2000, the Board issued its Final Decision and Order…  The order referred to…was that he immediately Cease and Desist from working without a license.  The circumstances cited… constitute authority and grounds for the imposition of any one or more of the following sanctions: imposition of a civil penalty, imposition of an order of restitution, revocation or suspension of the license, reprimand, probation, and/or the issuance of an order of immediate discontinuance of any violation found.

· 1 count for violating state/generally accepted Basic Trade Practices at $1,000.00 for a civil penalty of $1,000.00
