DCP Principal Attorney Elisa Nahas swore-in newly appointed CT Boxing Promotion Commission member Allen Bacchiochi who was appointed by the Honorable M. Jodi Rell, Governor.
MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS
The Commission voted unanimously to approve the minutes of the April 27, 2005 meeting. 

OLD BUSINESS
The Commission requested a follow-up to their request at their March 15, 2005 meeting concerning DCP’s position regarding the Commission attending sponsored boxing events in CT, in their official capacity as the Connecticut Boxing Promotion Commission.

Mr. Cerasulo explained to the Commission of DCP’s regulatory role concerning sponsored boxing events in the State of Connecticut and that the role of the Connecticut Boxing Promotion Commission is to make recommendations to promote boxing in the State of Connecticut. Mr. Cerasulo further informed the Commission that DCP Commissioner Edwin Rodriguez position is that the Connecticut Boxing Promotion Commission shall be within the Department of Consumer Protection for administrative purposes only, and further identifies the role as making recommendations to promote boxing in the state of Connecticut. In other word, there is no official capacity requirement to attend boxing events. In addition, the Department of Consumer Protection will not issue credentials for the Connecticut Boxing Promotion Commissioner to attend boxing events. 
The Commission voted unanimously to provide DCP Commissioner Edwin Rodriguez a written request concerning their ability to attend in their official capacity boxing events throughout the State of Connecticut under the authority of the Department of Consumer Protection, in order to carry out their statutory function to promote the sport of boxing in the State of Connecticut.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 12:25 P.M.
