	Project Description:
	Project Scope: Relocation of the Department of Public Health (DPH) Laboratory, currently located at 10 Clinton St., Hartford, CT, to a currently undeveloped site in the Town of Rocky Hill, CT.  The new facility will consist of a new 110,000 sq. ft. state of the art laboratory/office building, staff and visitor on-site parking, including related support spaces to service their State-wide diversified client base.  The current construction budget for the new facility is $50,000,000.00.  

Facility Background: The DPH Laboratory was established in 1905 and currently performs a wide range of tests of public significance, including: testing for infectious disease such as influenza, Tuberculosis, sexually transmitted diseases, HIV/AIDS, and rabies; testing to monitor vector-borne diseases such as West Nile virus; testing to assure safe food and drinking water; and testing to monitor for environmental toxins and pollutants and to protect children from lead poisoning.  In addition, the current laboratory screens all babies born in CT for over 40-metobolic and hematological disorders.  


	Designated Services:
	Construction Administrator (CA) for Design and Construction Phases
The selected Construction Administrator shall have and demonstrate extensive knowledge of , current experience with, and responsibility for providing complete Construction Administration Services on facilities of similar size, complexity and, preferably, in laboratory science facilities.
A complete full range of Construction Administration (CA) services will be required for all phases of project development.  The seven (7) phases of project development that will be employed requiring CA services are as follows: Pre-Design – Schematic Design – Design Development -Contract Documents – Bidding – Construction – Systems Commissioning Coordination/Project Closeout.
Designated Design Phase Services – General: The CA will act as the Department of Public Works (DPW) Owner’s Representative to work closely with the DPW PM and their A/E consultants and with User Agency Representative.   The CA’s responsibilities during this phase shall also include, but not limited to, preparing and maintaining the following:  Master Schedules; Project Phasing Recommendations; Action Item Agendas; Construction Document Reviews; Constructability Reviews & Reporting; Field Operation Analysis; Analysis and Review of Construction Cost Estimates; Value Engineering (Cost Reduction Alternatives); Materials and Systems Reviews; Bidding Terms and Conditions and Format Reviews, Participation in Pre-bid Conference, Bid Opening, Analysis of Bids Received, and conducting Pre-contract Conference with apparent low bidder.
Designated Construction phase Services –General:  The CA will act as the Owner’s Representative to administer the State’s Construction Contract with the General Contractor.  The CA’s responsibilities shall include, but not limited to, the following:  Reviewing, Monitoring and Approval of Construction Schedules (in Primavera Project Planner (P3)) and Reviewing/Maintaining a Schedule of Values;  Reviews and Recommendations regarding Requisitions for Partial Payment; Conduct and Schedule Regular & Special Project Meetings;  Construction Record Progress Photographs;  Supervision and Inspection of all work, including but not limited to the Coordination of Special Inspections and Testing;  Project Documentation/Records Management and Associated Reporting;  Review and Approval of Change Orders;  Monitoring and Updating the Construction Budget;  Management of Project Closeout Procedures; Full and Complete Administration of the Construction Contract;  and Coordination of Systems Commissioning for the New Facility.

	Communications and Conduct:
	(NEW) Section 4b-24-3.  Communications and Conduct.

(a) Except for communications authorized by sections 4b-24-4 and 4b-24-7 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies, no other communications shall occur between employees of the State of Connecticut, interview panel members or screening panel members with substantive information concerning the work for which proposals are being solicited under sections 4b-24(4) or 4b-91(g) of the Connecticut General Statutes, and any member of a design-build team or special legislation contractor, or anyone on behalf of such teams or contractors. (b) Each screening and interview panel member shall submit to the commissioner a written certification attesting to the facts set forth in section 4b-100a(e)(3) of the Connecticut General Statutes, and that the panel member has not communicated with any member of a design-build team or special legislation contractor, or anyone on their behalf, prior to the panel member’s final scoring of each such team or contractor, except as provided in sections 4b-24-4 and 4b-24-7 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies…
