	Project Description:
	The Department of Public Health (DPH) is proposing to construct a new state public health laboratory.  The new building is approximately 110,000 Gross Square Feet.  The project will be located on an undeveloped 22 acre site, approximately 10 miles south of Hartford in Rocky Hill, Connecticut.  The project will include a 200 car parking area to serve the DPH staff and visitors.

The Public Health Laboratory provides analytical services to the state’s health care, public health, and environmental providers.  The Laboratory supports DPH’s public health programs in disease detection and monitoring, Biomonitoring, environmental health, and the Safe Drinking Water program.  The Laboratory also provides laboratory support for other state agencies, including the Departments of Environmental Protection, Agriculture, Consumer Protection, Public Safety, and Labor as well as the Federal Bureau of Investigation. 

The proposed design can be described as two interlocking gentle sweeping arc’s.  The predominant three level arcs contain the laboratories with the elevators and support spaces located at the two arcs intersection.  The two level arc then contains the administrative and loading components of the program along with the entry and outreach laboratory.  The building is also oriented in a predominantly east-west orientation to optimize the amount of available daylight and to work with the existing grading.  All the laboratories are orientated on the north side benefiting from indirect lighting and natural shading.  The offices shall be located on the south side of the sweeping arc and have external sunshade to control glare.  The configuration of the lobby and adjacent spaces provides complete segregation between public and noon-public areas.  In addition, the lobby design has integrated the employee entrance, eliminating the need for a separate entrance.

	The new laboratory building will house the following program elements, including, but not limited to, administrative & scientific support services, biological laboratories, environmental chemistry & biomonitoring laboratories and emerging sciences labs, including BioSafety Level 3 and BioSafety Level 3 Enhanced laboratories and appropriate supporting infrastructure.
