	The Department of Public Works (DPW) is seeking a Data Center Design/Engineering firm to provide design services to renovate, retrofit, and upgrade The Department of Information Technology’s (DOIT) production data center in East Hartford, Connecticut. The data center operation is critical to the operation of the State. Therefore, we are seeking experienced and qualified comprehensive design/engineering firms that have a proven track record of providing data center focused, 100% “uptime” solutions to clients. The State of Connecticut looks to leverage the proven track record and expertise of qualified firms for the benefit of State residents in the critical process. Presently the East Hartford Data Center is using approximately 14,000 sq. ft. of “conditioned” floor space as well as approximately an additional 6,000 sq. ft. for infrastructure support equipment. The data center is classified as reliable/redundant (selective “N+” level of redundancy) with some features normally found in an ultra-reliable (no single points of failure) facility.
This project will not be designed and constructed to receive LEED Silver certification. DPW and DOIT will request an exemption from the CT LEEDS Silver requirement. However, “High Performance Building” concepts shall be evaluated and implemented where possible. System Commissioning 9Cx) will be required.
