	Project Description:
	This project is for the complete design and construction of major site improvements and renovations to the main campus at Naugatuck Valley Community College including realignment and new signalization of the East Campus Entry onto Chase Parkway/West Main Street, milling, refurbishment and paving of the campus perimeter Road, Ruth Parsons Drive and the D, E and F parking lots.  

The scope of the project includes installation of new energy efficient lighting, security cameras and emergency phones and pedestrian walkways.

The Consultant will be asked to evaluate opportunities for additional parking and may be asked to include design of additional parking after conducting a study of the existing conditions.

A new State Traffic Commission Certificate will be necessary as the State anticipates that existing Certificate #319A will be rendered obsolete by the proposed improvements.  A traffic study including a thorough analysis of the existing and proposed storm water condition will be required.
