	Project Description:
	The Department of Public Works, for the Board of Trustees of Community-Technical Colleges of Connecticut (BOTCTC), is seeking the services of a highly talented and experienced Consultant Design Team to work with the BOTCTC and Quinebaug Valley Community College (QVCC). 
The Design-Team shall design a facility and create complete and accurate contract documents for a New Quinebaug Valley Middle College High School (QVMCHS). The New High School will be a state-of-the-art inter-district middle college magnet high school (grades 10-12) on the campus of QVCC in Danielson, Connecticut. 
This New High School is in partnership with QVCC and EASTCONN for the school districts of Killingly, Plainfield, Putnam, Thompson, Windham and Woodstock. The New High School is a proposed addition(s) to the existing Quinebaug Valley Community College and will include specialized learning spaces in addition to classrooms, laboratories, administrative and support areas, recreational facilities, community space, and a relocated cafeteria and food preparation area.  The project also includes creation of an expanded two story library in the existing cafeteria and food preparation areas.  The design will promote circulation and facilitate collaboration between QVMCHS’s high school student population and the college community.  QVCC is located on 67 acres of land and is housed in one building originally built in 1983, with an addition to the west constructed in 2006. The entire existing facility is 2-story, with a steel super structure, slab on grade and cast in place concrete spread footings. Exterior materials consist of masonry veneer, wood paneling, metal and glass doors and windows, and asphalt shingle roofing. The new structure should have a similar height and aesthetic appearance to the existing facility. In addition to local and State Building & Life Safety Codes, the project needs to comply with Federal Accessibility requirements. The existing square footage of the college is 90,000 s.f. The college currently serves 2125 full time and part time college students. QVMCHS 2009 fall student population is 70 with the need expanding to 225 students within 5 years. 



	Designated Services:
	Qualified firms must illustrate design innovation and provide examples of effective solutions to similar programmatic challenges in both the secondary school and community college settings.  
Classrooms will need to accommodate varying teaching techniques and learning styles.  Firms should demonstrate proficiency in educational planning and programming as well as aptitude in designing sophisticated audiovisual installations that support the classroom of the 21st century.  
This project will be designed and constructed in accordance with the new State Regulations and the CT Building Standard Guidelines Compliance Manual for High Performance Buildings - (August 2009) for State Funded Public School Buildings (including Building Commissioning and Integrated Design) and to receive LEED Silver Certification from the U.S. Green Building Council.. The Design Team shall have an LEED Accredited Professional (AP). The selected Architect shall produce all required LEED and Building Commissioning technical specifications.  
The successful consultant Design - Team must comply with all applicable State of Connecticut Department of Education (DOE) regulations and shall prepare necessary reports to demonstrate compliance with these standards. 
These Documents shall respond to and reflect all philosophical and programmatic recommendations of the Educational Specifications Plan dated May 2009. The consultant Design - Team will review, modify and then implement the existing Educational Specifications Plan. 
Other Designated Services for the Work include:

· Building signage.
Total planned area for the New High School Building and Renovations to the Existing College is approximately 50,150 gross s.f.  
The New High School Building/Addition is 40,600 gross s.f.
The Renovations to the Existing College is approximately 9,550 gross s.f.
The total estimated construction cost of the New High School Addition and Renovations to the Existing College is $17,902,449.

The noted $50,000 or greater value is based on Executive order #7C dated July 13, 2006.
