· During the construction phase, the CA will act as the DPW representative to administer the State's Contract for Construction with the General Contractor.  The CA’s responsibilities shall include the following: reviewing, monitoring and approving construction schedules and the schedule of values; reviewing and making recommendations regarding requisitions for partial payments; establishing and conducting project meetings; construction photographs; supervision and inspection of all work, including but not limited to, the coordination of special inspections and testing; project documentation records management and associated reporting; review and approval of change orders; monitoring and updating the construction budget; management of project closeout procedures; administering the construction contract and pro-actively managing all claims and disputes and full and complete administration of the construction contract..
