The general contractor that is the "lowest responsible and qualified bidder" is then awarded a contract by the State to build the Project.

	Construction Manager At Risk (CMR) - Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP): Architect/Engineer consultants shall be selected to develop design and construction documents in the cooperation with a CMR for a Major Capital Project.  (Then the CMR shall publically bid the project elements and enter into a GMP contract with the State.  After consultation with and approval by the commissioner, the CMR shall award subcontracts to responsible qualified subcontractors submitting the lowest bids to build the Project.)


	Project Description:
	This project is an academic program on campus; its purpose is to focus the arts into the university’s everyday life.  The proposed structure will house the entire fine arts program for the campus.  It will contain public space for gathering, display of student and travelling art programs as well as support space for various programs contained within the building.  A main focus within the building are three performance spaces, an auditorium to seat 1,100, a proscenium theatre to seat 350 and a black box space with seating of 150.  Additionally it will have support spaces, classrooms and faculty offices as well as a Lobby that will need to include a Cafe, Gift Shop and Student Lounge and Galleries Areas. The total program space is estimated to be 135,612 square feet.

Additional elements of this program are the required High Performance Building Design and documentation to support the CMR delivery program that has been established for this project.  It is DPW’s policy to have the CMR establish a Guaranteed Maximum Price based on 100% completed Construction Documents.
