	Project Description:
	This project provides for the conversion of HVAC systems in five residence halls: Catherine Beecher Hall, Sam May Hall, Mildred Barrows Hall, Robert Vance Hall and Seth North Hall. The existing hot water cabinet heating units and piping in Beecher, May, Barrows and Vance Halls, as well as the steam cabinet heaters in Seth North Hall, will be replaced with new fan coil dual heating/AC units thermostatically controlled within each room.  Construction will be phased on a building-by-building basis, in order to minimize disruption to use of these facilities.

Campus high pressure steam is currently provided to each of the buildings.  Campus high pressure chilled water is currently provided to May and Vance Halls.  Campus high pressure chilled water will be extended to Beecher, Barrows and North Halls via the existing tunnel systems under a separate project (General Fund HVAC Improvement Project - BI-RC-339).

In accordance with campus standards, heat exchanger equipment and pumps located in the basement of each building and installed in this project will convert the steam to hot water and convert high pressure chilled water to low pressure chilled water for distribution via a new two-pipe system that will feed the room fan coil units.  The scope of this project will also include the provision of conditioned fresh air to the rooms and corridors, as well as make up air for bathroom exhaust.  In the case of Beecher, May and Seth North Halls, there are existing attics with air-to-air heat exchangers and exterior louvers that require modification for the provision of conditioned make-up/fresh air. In the case of Barrows and Vance Halls, make-up/fresh air options will need to be reviewed during design.  The construction budget for this project is $4,391,000.00



	Designated Services:
	Construction Administrator (CA) for design and construction

The selected Consultant Firm shall have and demonstrate extensive knowledge of, current experience with, and responsibility for providing complete Construction Administration Services on facilities of similar size, complexity and, preferably, in university campus settings.

During the design phase, the CA will act as the Department of Public Works’ Representative (DPW) to work closely with the owner and their consultants.  The CA’s responsibilities for this phase shall also include the following: master schedules; project phasing recommendations; action item agendas; construction document review reports; constructability reviews and reporting; field operation analysis; construction cost estimates; value engineering/cost reduction alternatives; materials and systems reviews; bid format and general conditions recommendations; and participation in pre-bid conferences and bid opening.

During the construction phase, the CA will act as the DPW representative to administer the State's Contract for Construction with the General Contractor.  The CA’s responsibilities shall include the following: reviewing, monitoring and approving construction schedules and the schedule of values; reviewing and making recommendations regarding requisitions for partial payments; establishing and conducting project meetings; construction photographs; supervision and inspection of all work, including but not limited to, the coordination of special inspections and testing; project documentation records management and associated reporting; review and approval of change orders; monitoring and updating the construction budget; management of project closeout procedures; and full and complete administration of the construction contract.
