Background Information

Research shows that constant reminders, such as anti-idling signs, can significantly improve rates of compliance with idling regulations.

Posting of Anti-Idling Signs

Signs should be posted in a location that can easily be seen from the school bus loading and designated pick up/drop off areas. We encourage your school system to obtain posts, which your local public works or municipal transportation department may be able to provide, or your local PTA may be able to help purchase. We believe this provides the most visible impact for the anti-idling message. Another option is to add the signs to a pre-existing post already in an appropriate location.
