IV. LEGAL OFFICE BUSINESS 
 A. Reginal Winfield Raynor III, MD – Petition No. 2009-0217-001-018 

David Tilles, Staff Attorney, Legal Office, Department of Public Health, presented a 
Consent Order in the matter of Reginal Winfield Raynor III, MD.  Attorney Nancy 
DeRose was present on behalf of Dr. Raynor. 
Dr. Hanks made a motion, seconded by Ms. Lovong, to approve the Consent Order, 
which imposes a $4000.00 civil penalty.  The motion passed with all in favor except Dr. 
Jacobs who was opposed.  Ms. Doremus signed the Order.

 B. Robert Sterling, MD – Petition No. 2009-20091258 
Joelle Newton, Staff Attorney, Legal Office, Department of Public Health, presented a 
Motion for Summary Suspension in the matter of Robert Sterling, MD.  Neither 
respondent nor his Attorney, James Biondo were present. 
Attorney New ton informed the Board that respondent’s attorney requests, that should 
the Board grant the Summary Suspension motion, respondent would request that the 
hearing not be scheduled to begin for at least 60 days. 
Dr. Goldenberg made a motion, seconded by Dr. Wolf, to grant the Department’s Motion 
for Summary Suspension because respondent’s continued practice of medicine 
represents a clear and immediate danger to public health and safety.  In addition, should 
respondent request a continuance of the hearing that it be granted.  The motion passed 
unanimously.  Ms. Doremus signed the Summary Suspension Order. 
The hearing panelists in this matter will be Ms. Doremus, Dr. Bridburg and Velandy 
Manohar, MD.  The hearing will be scheduled for November 6, 2009pending receipt of a 
continuance request from respondent.
