Dr. Malkin called the meeting to order at 9:02 a.m. 
 
I. Minutes 

Dr. Sienko made a motion, seconded by Dr. Pavano, to approve the February 15, 2012, 
meeting minutes.  The motion passed. 
 

II. Department of Public Health Updates 
 Licensure 

The Board had discussion with Jennifer Filippone, Section Chief, Practitioner Licensing and 
Investigations regarding a level of licensure for Optometrists who use the designation of “Board 
Certified”.  Ms. Filippone stated that to do so would require a statutory change.  This not 
something that DPH would be interested in pursuing. 
The consensus of the Board is that adding a new level of licensure in not necessary. 
DPH will notify the Board if any entities express an interest in pursuing this. 
The Board also discussed continuing education.  The Board feels that courses approved by 
Council on Optometric Practitioner Education (COPE) are sufficient for fulfilling CEU 
requirements.  The Board is not interested in having the authority to approve courses.  DPH will 
research the requirements in other States regarding the CEU approval process, and report back 
to the Board. 

 
 Investigations Update 

Gary Griffin, Department of Public Health, Practitioner Investigations Unit reported there are five 
cases involving optometrist being investigated by the DPH, three of which are being reviewed 
by consultants.  One additional case has been referred to the Department’s legal office for 
further review.
