I. MINUTES 

The Board reviewed the minutes of the meeting of February 9, 2015.  Dr. Horn moved, and Dr. Oakes 
seconded, that the minutes be approved.

II. DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC HEALTH UPDATES 

Investigations Update 
Gary Griffin, Investigations Supervisor, DPH reported there are ten cases involving psychologists 
currently being investigated by the Department.  Five of these cases are being reviewed by consultants.  
Since November 2014, one case was dismissed following a reviewby Department’s Office of Licensure 
Regulation and Compliance. 

 
III. NEW BUSINESS 
 Connecticut Psychological Association – Request for Declaratory Ruling 

Assistant Attorney General Henry Salton was present to provided counsel to the Board regarding this 
matter. 
Miki Lasher, PhD; Barbara Bunk, PhD; Traci Cipriano, JD, PhD; Tim Belliveau, PhD and Anita Schepker, 
Esq. were present to address the Connecticut Psychological Association’s (CPA) request for a 
declaratory ruling that would allow for the administration and scoring of neuropsychological testing by 
psychometricians under the supervision of a license psychologist. 
Mr. Colangelo made a motion, seconded by Dr. Horn, to enter executive session to discuss a written 
request for legal advice from Attorney Salton.  The motion passed unanimously and the Board entered 
executive session from 10:37 a.m. until 10:46 a.m.  No motions were made and no votes were taken in 
executive session. 
Following discussion with the Board, Dr. Cipriano indicated that the CPA will submit in writing, a 
withdrawal of its request for a declaratory ruling.
