A special meeting of the Connecticut Stem Cell Research Advisory Committee “Advisory Committee” was held telephonically on Tuesday, June 3, 2008, and originated at Connecticut Innovations, Inc., 200 Corporate Place, Rocky Hill, Connecticut.

Review and Approval of Revised Budget for 2008 Approved Project
Mr. Wagner mentioned that the purpose of the special meeting is to review the revised budget for proposal 08-SCD-Yale-004, Lin, principal investigator.   One April 1, 2008, the Advisory Committee voted to reduce grant funding for proposal 08-SCD-Yale-004 from $2,500,000 to $1,800,000.  The two Advisory Committee members that reviewed the revised budget for the proposal were Dr. Canalis and Dr. Wallack.  
Dr. Canalis stated that the principal investigator made appropriate adjustments in response to the reduction in the grant funding and provided detailed information on the changes.  He mentioned that other sources of funds will be obtained to purchase two costly pieces of equipment and for moving the equipment.   Additionally, funds from other sources will be obtained to cover some personnel costs.  Mr. Wallack agreed with the comments made by Dr. Canalis and recommended that the revised budget be approved by the Committee.

Upon a motion made by Dr. Wallack, seconded by Dr. Canalis, the Advisory Committee members voted in favor of accepting the revised budget for project 08-SCD-YALE-004, “Maintaining and Enhancing the hESC Core at the Yale Stem Cell Center,” Yale University, Lin, principal investigator. VOTE:  7-0-2 Canalis, Mandelkern, Pescatello, Wagers, Huang, Wallack and Fishbone in favor, 0 opposed, Genel, and Landwirth abstained.   MOTION PASSED.
