Governor M. Jodi Rell, The State Department Of Public Works, And W.F. Kaynor Technical High School Dedicate Additions And Renovations In Waterbury

          Connecticut Governor M. Jodi Rell, State Department of Public Works (DPW), and W. F. Kaynor Technical High School hosted a ribbon-cutting ceremony Kaynor Tech May 14, 2010 to celebrate the school’s $67 million additions and renovations on May 14, 2010.

          The dedication was held in the new Kaynor Tech gym.  The school is located at 43 Tompkins Street in Waterbury.


Governor Rell stated, “I am tremendously pleased to help celebrate the new look at Kaynor Tech – but of course what goes on behind these walls and in these classrooms is the true measure of success.  This represents a $67 million investment in our work force – and in our future.

“Connecticut has the most productive and highly skilled work force in the nation, because we have what employers want,” the Governor said. “And it all starts in our classrooms. For nearly 60 years, Kaynor Tech has turned out the graduates with the skills that the greater Waterbury community and our state needs.”
          DPW Commissioner Raeanne V. Curtis said, “Connecticut is known for it quality workforce and skilled trades people. With this newly completed expansion and modernization, Kaynor Technical High School offers a brighter future for our students.  It is also an investment that will benefit our entire state and our economy.”
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          Education Commissioner Mark K. McQuillan said, “The renovation at Kaynor Tech is part of a system-wide capital improvement campaign to bring all of Connecticut’s technical high school facilities into the 21st century.  We hope to complete one or two schools per year until all are upgraded.”

          Superintendent Patricia A. Ciccone said “We are so pleased to celebrate yet another completed school project.  This marks the sixth technical school in the system that can offer a 21st century learning environment to our students; the future of CT’s business and industries.”
          Kaynor Tech Principal Lisa Hylwa stated, “The building is sleek, modern and beautiful. It is clearly what the legendary sculptor Constantin Brancusi thought architecture should be.  ‘“Architecture is sculpture that we live in”’. The bright, sun-washed building has a positive energy which seems to affect the way we operate. To say that a building does not effect school climate would be foolish; it certainly does.  The students and staff enjoy coming to school, and the building is a big part of that.”

          The speakers at the dedication ceremony were Governor Rell and Superintendent Patricia A. Ciccone, Connecticut Technical High Schools.  The emcee was Kaynor Tech Principal Lisa Hylwa.  Guests included area state senators, state representatives, Waterbury Mayor Michael Jarjura, and the faculty and student body.
          The project encompassed 215,000 square feet of new space and existing space renovated as new.

          The new space included academic classrooms and labs, a trades addition, gymnasium, cafeteria addition, administrative offices, garage, and new athletic fields.
          The renovations included the kitchen, trades shops, the mechanical and electrical systems, and converting the old gym into new space for the Health, Hair Dressing and Fashion classes.
          The demolition portion of the project included the original academic classroom wing, the old welding shop, and the garage.
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          The contractor for the project was KBE Building Corporation of Farmington, the architect was The S/L/A/M Collaborative of Glastonbury, and the construction administrator was The Morganti Group of Danbury.

          Warren Fox Kaynor Technical High School was established in 1953 and serves nine towns in western Connecticut.  Thirteen trades are offered along with health technology and services.  The school is known throughout the region for producing highly trained workers, particularly in the machine trades.
          Kaynor Tech currently has a student population of 753.

          The state Department of Public Works is responsible for the design and construction of major capital building projects (except highways and bridges) for most state agencies, leasing and acquisitions statewide, and facility management, maintenance and security of state buildings in the greater Hartford area.
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
