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A.
In most cases the payee of an AFDC or AABD case is the adult member of the assistance unit in whose name assistance is claimed.  However, in some situations the payee may be someone other than the head of the assistance unit.




B.
The Department has the authority to appoint a payee.





C.
The following are eligible payees of cash assistance payments:





1.
the aged, blind or disabled AABD recipient;





2.
the legally appointed conservator of an AABD individual;





3.
the parent or guardian of an AB recipient who is under 18 years of age;





4.
the parent, guardian or other adult relative of a minor parent under the AFDC program when the minor parent lives with this individual.





5.
the minor parent when: 






a.
he or she is exempt from the requirement of living in a specified living arrangement (Cross Reference:  2515); or 






b.
when the Department determines that the parent, legal guardian, or other adult does not meet the requirements for protective payee (Cross Reference:  6510). 





6.
the caretaker relative of an AFDC child or other adult member of the assistance unit;


 


7.
a pregnant woman who is over 18 years of age under the AFDC program;





8.
a vendor when payment for goods, services or other items is issued to the provider;






9.
a protective payee;






10.
a long term care facility on behalf of an AABD recipient.
