Dear First Selectman Cooper:

The purpose of this correspondence is to follow-up the Compliance Office and Planning/Program Support’s letter dated August 7, 2006.  The letter identified the areas of non-compliance as a result of the onsite review of the town’s compliance with the civil rights requirements for the Senior Center Small Cities Community Development Block Grant (SC0513001). 

Currently, our records indicate that we have not received a response to the letter. In order to remedy the noncompliance, the town must provide DECD with satisfactory evidence that corrective measures have been or will be implemented in each of the areas of noncompliance no later that thirty (30) days from the date of this letter.  A copy of the previous correspondence is enclosed for your reference.
The civil rights compliance status of Small Cities CDBG recipients is an important consideration in the review of applications for future funding. As such, the onsite review and our comments are not limited to compliance activities in connection with completed projects.  Each applicant for, or recipient of, funding is required to demonstrate that its community is committed to taking specific action to implement the objectives of nondiscrimination, equal opportunity and affirmative action mandated by the civil rights laws.
