CHINA AGRIBUSINESS TRADE MISSION
SEPTEMBER 17-25, 2005 

The Eastern Trade Council (ETC) is organizing an agribusiness trade mission to China, September 17-25, 2005. This trade mission will assist participants in the pursuit of export and other new business opportunities in China by introducing them to key host government decision-making officials and to potential private enterprise business partners. Contacts will also be provided for participants interested in joint venture entrepreneurs. ETC will assist new-to-market firms to gain access to, and attain a better understanding of the Chinese market and finally, promote new business for U.S. companies already operating in China. ETC will provide U.S. companies a fast and practical channel into the China market through our trade representative in China, Oriamer LLC, who will match companies and arrange meetings with pre-qualified counterparts. 

Trade mission participants will include representatives from the Northeast, specializing in agribusiness, environmental technologies, heavy machinery and manufacturing or processing, forestry/wildlife conservation and monitoring. 

Commercial Setting 

China hopes to boost its dairy industry over the next 10 to 15 years, thanks to the growing consumption of milk and other dairy products. Milk consumption is increasing by 15-18% annually (37% in 2003). In 2004, China’s purchases of dairy products amongst other agricultural products set records. 

With 1.3 billion people, but only 13% of the world’s average milk consumption, China will help increase global dairy output by expanding production to meet its own demands. China's per capita annual consumption of dairy products is projected to increase to 18 kilograms by 2015. Presently, China produces 16.25 million tons of dairy products a year. U.S. agricultural exports to China surged from about $1.8 billion in fiscal 2002 to $6.1 billion in fiscal 2004 and the outlook remains bright with a forecast of $4.6 billion for fiscal 2005. 

Mission Goals 

The mission’s goal is to assist small to medium sized enterprises (SMEs) based in the Northeast attain their export business objectives in the Chinese market. Mission participants will gain firsthand market exposure; meet with government decision makers and potential agents, distributors and business partners from the private sector and obtain information that will help them position themselves to take advantage of the strong business opportunities in China’s agribusiness sector. 

Mission Fee

The participation fee for this trade mission is $3,000 per person. Participation in the mission is only guaranteed once payment is received. 

The fee includes the following: 
· Market briefings 

· Meetings and question & answer sessions with Chinese government officials

· Visits to foreign-owned, joint venture and/or Chinese enterprises operating in China 

· A day of pre-qualified one-on-one meetings with potential partners at each of the stops 

Travel 

· All China domestic airfare and ground transportation 

· Daily full buffet western breakfast, all lunches and dinners on the trip 

· Luxury hotels - all hotels have Internet connection 

· Between business appointments, cultural activities include a visit to the Great Wall, Forbidden City and other points of interest in each city 

· Professional guide who is familiar with foreign trade issues 

· All airport taxes and airport construction fees
· No other tour cost other than personal expenses
