Legislative Subcommittee
November 7, 2008
The Legislative Subcommittee of the Citizen’s Ethics Advisory Board (“Board”) of the Office of State Ethics (“OSE”) held a special meeting by teleconference on Friday, November 7, 2008 at 2:00 p.m. in Conference Room 2-A, 2nd floor, 18-20 Trinity Street, Hartford, CT 06106.

Kenneth Bernhard called the meeting to order at 2:04 p.m.

The following topic was addressed during the meeting:
The purpose of the Subcommittee meeting was to review proposed statutory changes and to make recommendations to the Board at the November 20, 2008 regular Board meeting.
Assistant General Counsel Peter Lewandowski presented the Subcommittee members with the following documents to be reviewed during the meeting:  a revised list of legislative proposal concepts and ideas; revised submittal form and proposed language for technical proposal T2; revised statutory language for governance proposals G2 & G3; and submittal forms and proposed statutory language for jurisdictional proposals approved at the October 30, 2008 Legislative Subcommittee Meeting.
Assistant General Counsel Lewandowski noted amendments made to technical proposals T2 and governance proposal G2.
Assistant General Counsel Lewandowski then presented statutory proposals S1 through S12 to the Legislative Subcommittee.
Discussion took place regarding proposals S1 through S12.

Following discussion, the Legislative Subcommittee decided to recommend the following proposals be approved by the Board at the November 20, 2008 Board meeting:  S1, S2, S3, S5, S6, S7, S10 and S12. 

The Legislative Subcommittee decided to recommend that the following proposals not be approved by the Board at the November 20, 2008 Board meeting:  S4 and S11.
The Legislative Subcommittee decided that the following proposals should be reviewed by the Board at the November 20, 2008 Board meeting, and that the Board should decide at that time if such proposals should be included in the proposed legislation for 2009:  S8 and S9.
