Minutes
August 18, 2008
The Regulations Subcommittee of the Citizen’s Ethics Advisory Board (“Board”) of the Office of State Ethics (“OSE”) held a meeting via teleconference on Monday, August 18, 2008 at 10:30 a.m., in Conference Room 2-A, 2nd floor, 18-20 Trinity Street, Hartford, CT 06106.

Ernest Abate called the meeting to order at 10:36 a.m.

The following topic was addressed during the meeting:
The purpose of the subcommittee meeting was to review amendments to the OSE Regulations proposed by the staff and presented at the July 24, 2008 regular Board meeting.  
General Counsel Housen explained that the regulations, once approved by the Board, will undergo a formal statutory-mandated regulations review during which amendments can be made, based on input from interested parties and the decision from the Board.
In response to a question raised by Mr. Riley, Enforcement Officer Jones explained that the proposed amendment to § 1-92-61 would allow the Enforcement Division to prosecute those who have violated provisions and pay fines based on intentional conduct and on gross negligent conduct.  
Regarding the amendment to the regulations proposed by the House Democrats (proposing to make responses to interrogatories pursuant to § 1-92-24b(e) voluntary rather than mandatory), Mr. Abate stated that he believed that responses to interrogatories should be mandatory but stated that the Board may review after committee approval.

On the motion by Mr. Riley, seconded by Mr. Abate, the Subcommittee of the Citizen’s Ethics Advisory Board voted unanimously to accept the Proposed Regulations as amended by staff and to refer corrections in response to Mr. Abate’s concerns to the Board for consideration.
Assistant General Counsel Lewandowski addressed the subcommittee regarding letters sent to different state agencies addressing the listing of positions that have significant decision making and supervisory responsibilities as contemplated by sections 1-92-40 and 1-92-40a.  He informed the committee that based on responses received these sections will simply be amended to show any changes to the currently listed positions.
Discussion took place regarding the regulations Review Process.

The Subcommittee adjourned the meeting at 10:49 a.m.
