Minutes
September 10, 2009
A Subcommittee of the Citizen’s Ethics Advisory Board (“Board”) of the Office of State Ethics (“OSE”) held a teleconference meeting on Thursday, September 10, 2009 at 2:00 p.m., in the OSE Conference Room, 2nd floor, 18-20 Trinity Street, Hartford, CT 06106.

The meeting was called to order at 2:00 p.m.

The subcommittee members were asked to pick a chairperson.
On the motion by Mr. Riley, seconded by Ms. Doty, the Subcommittee of the Citizen’s Ethics Advisory Board voted two (2) to zero (0) to accept and approve the nomination of Kathleen Bornhorst as subcommittee chairperson.  Ms. Bornhorst abstained.
The objective of the subcommittee meeting is to discuss the following:

· Amendments to the definition of lobbying, specifically, to address issues the Attorney General’s office raised as to what direct communication means as well as the meaning of soliciting others to communicate in terms of grassroots lobbying.
· The definition of “rallies” and whether it should be addressed in the code or through regulations.
· The consideration of extending lobbyist registration by five to seven days once the $2,000 threshold that triggers registration is crossed.
The subcommittee was provided materials from the OSE legal department with which to discuss language to present to the chairs of the GAE committees to provide clarification and consistency of statutes.
During discussion of the OSE legal department’s draft proposal, subcommittee members made suggestions to clarify and refine the proposed statutory amendments.
Following the incorporation of the subcommittee’s recommendation into the draft proposal, subcommittee members will be contacted by end of business on Tuesday, September 15, 2009 and asked to review the amended proposal.
The approved draft will be presented to the full Board for consideration at their regular meeting on September 24, 2009.

The Subcommittee adjourned the meeting at 2:40 p.m.
