2. 2008 Cadastral Subcommittee Objectives

a. Cadastral Standard and Cadastral Data Business Plan

b. Develop both the standard and business plan with the ideal end result in mind. 
c. ESRI based Geodatabase Model for Cadastral Data.  
3. Cadastral Standard

a. Utilizing MassGIS as model for developing cadastral standard.  Mark Goetz to contact MassGIS for information regarding the development or future enhancements to the MassGIS parcel standard.

b. The CTGIS User to User network parcel standard outline will be used for moving forward.  
c. Tiered Approach to the Standard similar to MassGIS.  In terms of developing the standard we will focus our efforts on the highest tier, and then we will pull back components to create the lower tiers.

d. The highest level of the standard should be what is implemented in the GIS clearinghouse/portal.

e. Digital Submissions were discussed and a CAD standard for the digital submission.
4. Cadastral Data Business Plan

a. Training and workshops were discussed as a means of educating the GIS community of the Cadastral Standard and the development of the statewide cadastral dataset.
b. The legal framework for getting cadastral data from municipalities to the state was briefly discussed.  Data sharing agreements and MOU’s were discussed.  Feedback from the Security and Legal Subcommittee will be required.
c. Also discussed were the mechanisms for translating local municipal cadastral data into the state GIS clearinghouse.  The subcommittee will contact Mike Varney for further information.   

d. At the next meeting, we will review existing municipal parcel datasets.  We will solicit municipalities in the next month to provide parcel datasets and web-based applications for this review.
