Best wishes to Public Policy Intern Brittany Kaplan who has worked in the Governor’s Office 

since August 2013.  She is returning to UConn’s Public Policy Program for her joint public 

policy and law school program on August 19, 2014.  

 

In her year-long internship, Brittany has done a wonderful job in staffing work groups and 

committees for the Office of the Nonprofit Liaison, including the eleven work groups and 

subcommittees of the Governor’s Cabinet on Nonprofit Health and Human Services. 

 

She has written informational bulletins for nonprofit community providers and managed the 

Nonprofit Liaison website. 

 

Brittany played a major part in rolling out an online Uniform Licensing application and posting 

process in conjunction with DAS, DPH, DDS and DCF.  She coordinated the document posting 

process, developed the training modules and webinar for nonprofit and state agency licensing 

staff.  The project reduces the number of documents required for each application and creates 

uniform document requirements across the fourteen license types.  A healthcare organization 

with multiple licensed sites can fill out an application one time and edit that same application for 

each setting, vastly reducing the paperwork and manual processing burden.  Ultimately, the 

project will enhance the quality of licensing interactions between state agencies and the 

organizations that provide services and supports to the public and make government more
