	Report for Charter Oak Group Consultants on RBA Work

	Ed Schmidt provided an update on the economic model RFP.  The purpose is to develop an economic model(s) to predict economic impacts for Council recommendations aimed at reducing the number of children living in poverty.  



	Meeting with Community Advocates
	Pam Trotman reported on the community advocate meeting hosted by Vecinos Unidos.  Community representatives from the Hartford and New Haven areas attended the meeting. The meeting served as an information session to make community members aware of the Council’s work and to develop strategies to provide feedback to the Council.

	Food Stamp Employment and Training Program
	Kevin Loveland discussed the 50/50 cost reimbursement program for food stamp employment and training (separate from the 100% Food Stamp formula allocation). DSS is working with community colleges to develop and implement a pilot program to increase the use of the 50/50 match program. 

Several members expressed an interest in working with DSS to strategize and make recommendations on maximizing the use of the Food Stamp Employment and Training 50/50 match funding.
