Enclosed are updates of the General Instructions and the Audit Questionnaire for your municipal clients.


The General Instructions are provided to assist you in conducting the audit and to inform you of the requirements of the Secretary of the Office of Policy and Management.  Municipalities, regional school districts and audited agencies are required to prepare their financial audit reports in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles as promulgated by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB).  The required components of a financial audit report prepared under the financial reporting requirements of GASB Statement No. 34 are included in the General Instructions.  For FY 2009-10 all municipalities should have implemented the provisions of GASB Statement No. 45.

Section 7-393 of the Connecticut General Statutes requires that a certified copy of the audit report be filed with the Secretary of the Office of Policy and Management within six months after the end of the fiscal year of the municipality, regional school district, or audited agency.  A Municipal Audit Questionnaire must be completed and returned to this Office with each such audit report filed.  The audit report, including the Municipal Audit Questionnaire should be mailed to:
