I. Call to Order
Chairperson Alexander called the meeting to order at 10:06 a.m.  

II. Adoption of Minutes 
Ms. Kelly made a motion (2nd: Marie) to approve the minutes from the March 17, 2010 meeting of the Board.  Voice vote—motion passed.
III. Presentation: Bureau of Aviation and Ports  
Commissioner Marie reviewed several recent developments with regard to Connecticut’s aviation offerings and services.

Bob Bruno, Chief of Engineering Services for the Bureau of Aviation & Ports  provided an presentation on the aviation components of the Bureau.  Mr. Bruno’s presentation reviewed the Bureau’s mission and responsibilities, the six state owned airports and the non state owned facilities supported by the Bureau.

Following the presentation Board members discussed the Bureau’s and airports’ funding sources and the use of these funds at Bradley International Airport as well as the other general aviation facilities.  Several members also spoke to the role of Tweed New Haven Airport in the state’s aviation marketing activities.

IV. Presentation: Congestion
Mike Connors, Bureau of Policy and Planning, provided a presentation on traffic and congestion in Connecticut.  Mr. Connors’ reviewed the state’s route system as well as measures of vehicle miles traveled (VMT) and volume to capacity ratio (V/C Ratio).

Following the presentation Board members discussed truck traffic projections and freight movements in the state.

V. Presentation: Bureau of Highways
Chuck Drda, Bureau of Maintenance and Highway Operations, gave a presentation on the Bureau’s operations and responsibilities.  Mr. Drda reviewed assets maintained by the Bureau and initiatives the Bureau has recently undertaken. 
Following Mr. Drda’s presentation Tom Harley, Bureau of Engineering and Construction, reviewed the Bureau’s highway, bridge and transit programs.

After the presentations Board members discussed the state of good repair, functional and structural deficiencies of the state’s bridges, unfunded capital projects and the economic consequences of projects (preservation v. enhancement).

VI. Other Business
Chairman Alexander reviewed the impact statement, as provided by DECD for the Starwood Hotels and Resorts Worldwide, Inc. project in Stamford.  Board members were informed that the impact statement would be provided to them following the meeting via email.

Chairman Alexander also reviewed the schedule of presentations at the Board’s upcoming meetings; noting that the May meeting would have a start time of 10:30 a.m. and that the June meeting would be held in the Stamford area.

VII. TIA & Public Comments
Floyd Lapp spoke to the cost of delaying action and the need for innovative funding options, as well as the competition from New York’s Stewart Airport to Bradley International Airport.
