I. Call to Order
Chairman Alexander called the meeting to order at 2:18 p.m.

II. Approval of Minutes
Under Secretary Smith made a motion (2nd: Moore) to approve the minutes from the December 15, 2010 meeting of the Board.  Voice vote—motion passed. 

III. Review & Approval: Board’s Report, Recommendations & Related Documents
Under Secretary Smith reviewed the discussion draft as previously distributed, noting that a section on bicycle and pedestrian transportation was distributed separately as well as the project priority draft.

Each section of the discussion draft were reviewed separately, with comments and discussion by Board members to same.  Board members discussed and suggested minor revisions to the following:

· Transit-removing language speaking to opposition to the Hartford-New Britain Busway project in order to make the narrative on this project consistent with other transportation projects;
· Maritime-incorporating language as proposed by Mr. Filchak regarding the expansion of the Panama Canal and its affect on east coast ports;
· Incident Management-incorporating language of successes over the past several years and other low-cost potential projects in this area of transportation system management (TSM); and
· General-Mr. Wray suggested elaboration of language regarding the linkage between transportation investment and economic development, citing a recent study by the U.S. Chamber of Commerce.

Mr. Maziarz reviewed the discussion draft of report’s supplement entitled “Strategic Framework for Investing in Connecticut’s Transportation Infrastructure” as previously distributed.  Following Mr. Maziarz review Board members suggested that minor revisions be made to elaborate on the level of needed investment, particularly relative to the coastal corridor.

Following discussion Commissioner McDonald made a motion (2nd: Parker) to approve the report, recommendations and supplement and giving the Chairman discretion to make any minor editorial clarifications as he may deem necessary.  Voice vote—motion passed.

Chairman Alexander advised members that following the incorporation of revisions as discussed by the Board, a final draft of the report and related documents will be circulated to Board members for final review prior to final distribution.

IV. Other Business
Chairman Alexander suggested that the Board’s 2011 meeting schedule provide for meetings on the 2nd Wednesday of each month.  Commissioner McDonald made a motion (2nd: Parker) to adopt this schedule.  Voice vote—motion passed.
V. TIA & Public Comment
Eric Brown, CBIA, complemented the Board’s report.

Sue Prosi, SWRPA, asked the Board to consider placing an appendix in the report which provides for comments received by the Board from stakeholders and asked that any suggestion made by same that was not incorporated into the Board’s report be responded to.
