Data Quality Plan


The Department of Public Utility Control (Department) intends to adhere to this Plan in meeting all of its reporting requirements as mandated by the American Reinvestment and Recovery Act and Governor Jodi Rell’s Connecticut Recovery Act Transparency and Accountability Board (CT Accountability Board).

A.  Reporting Requirement Timelines, Responsible Persons, and Procedures
1.  Project Managers, appointed by the Department’s Executive Director shall be responsible for ARRA reporting requirements.

2.  Project Managers shall report directly to the Agency Accountability Officer (AAO) regarding reporting requirements
3.  Project Managers shall submit drafts of pending reports to the AAO and the Department’s Chief Fiscal Officer (CFO) by the 25th of every month.
4.  Project Managers shall meet with the AAO and CFO by the 28th of every month to make any necessary revisions to pending reports as a result of reviews by the AAO and the CFO.

5.  The AAO shall approve pending reports by the last day of every month and notify the Project Managers and the CFO that the pending reports have been approved and are ready for filing.
6.  The CFO will then file pending reports in the CORE-CT system and the Project Managers will file pending federal reports with the FederalReporting.gov website.

B.  Data Integrity and Compliance Review
1.  The AAO and the CFO shall insure the data integrity of reports prior to their filing.  This review includes a review of Department identifying information for:


a. reasonableness: there should be consistency between the report and source information.

b. correctness:  identifying data such as DUNS and EIN numbers should be correct and arithmetic/statistical information should have consistency both within the pending report and with prior reports filed.

c. compliance:  the pending report should comply with guidelines of the ARRA itself, the federal Office of Management and Budget, and the CT Accountability Board.  Bacon Davis wage requirements may apply for some Department grants.

C.  Recordkeeping

The Department shall keep a record of the review process by having readily available documentation that the reports filed were drafted responsibly and reviewed for integrity and compliance.  The AAO will identify, in consultation with the Project Managers and the CFO, what reports, logs, website postings, or other assurance procedures he or she deems necessary to give the Department a readily verifiable and transparent history of the Department’s ARRA reporting history.
